Since 2004, Families for Independent
Living (FFIL), has partnered with non -
profit housing developers to secure
more than forty affordable housing units
for adults with developmental disabili-
ties. Demonstrating the great need in
this area, those forty units were filled
within minutes of being made available,
and the three -to-four year waiting list
reflects the incredible desire of families
to find appropriate independent hous-
ing options.

The goal of FFIL, in partnership with Hous-
ing Independence is to develop an ad-
ditional 100 units of affordable, inde-
pendent living options for adults with
developmental disabilities between

2010 and 2015.

Families for Independent Living and
Housing Independence are working to-
gether to help families achieve inde-
pendence for their members with devel-
opmental disabilities by providing them
with affordable and independent living
options. With life skills training, mentor-
ing, and minimal ongoing support many
adults with developmental disabilities
can acquire the skills to live in their own
home and enjoy life of relative inde-
pendence.
