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Detectives Seek Help in Identifying Robbery Suspect 

 
 

Summary of Event  
Last week a man robbed the “Lil’ Brick Deli” on Highway 99W.  A male suspect used a 
knife and threatened the clerk, while he grabbed the money out of the register.  
Detectives are releasing the surveillance video to help identify the suspect. 
 
 
Full Details  
On Tuesday, January 17, 2012, at about 3:15 p.m., Sheriff’s deputies responded to the 
“Lil’ Brick Deli” located at 16735 SW Pacific Highway near King City, in unincorporated 
Washington County.  The clerk at the store reported she had just been robbed by a 
man who had a knife. 
 
Deputies converged on the area and used a K9 to search for the suspect, but they 
were not able to find him.  The clerk told the investigating deputies that a man entered 
the store wearing a dark colored hoody.  She said, he asked her for change, and when 
she opened the register, he grabbed for the money in the till.  The clerk had a hand full 
of change, and threw it at the suspect when he was reaching in the till. 
 
The suspect produced a knife and started to lunge at the clerk while she was trying to 
prevent the suspect from taking the money.  Luckily, the clerk was not injured by the 
knife.  The suspect took the money from the till and ran out of the deli.
