January 9th thru 15th is Volunteer Fire Fighter Recognition Week in Washington State.  
Since most of the Fire Fighters in Washington State are Volunteers, the Governor has authorized the release of Volunteer Fire Fighter License Plates for their personal vehicles, as part of that recognition.  According to National Fire Protection Association (NFPA) statistics, there were 1,103,300 firefighters in the United States in 2010. Of these, 335,150 (30%) were career and 768,150 (70%) were volunteer.
Since 1947 East County Fire & Rescue (formerly Fire Districts 1 and 9) has relied on  375 volunteers providing over 2267 years of dedicated service to our community.
 In 2010 ECFR, now a combination department consisting of Volunteers and career staff responded to 698 calls and 888 calls in 2011. This was an increase of 27.2% over 2010 and an increase of 46.7% over 2007.

Without the selfless commitment of our dedicated Volunteers to the safety of our community, ECFR could not provide the level of service that has become our hallmark.
