The ceremony will be recorded and at 7:00 p.m. on June 10th it will be made available for families, friends and the community to celebrate and enjoy. Following the virtual graduation ceremony on the evening of the 10th, Wapato High School will have a fireworks display starting at 9:00 p.m. as an additional way to honor the Class of 2020.  The fireworks show will originate from the high school’s football field and families who live in and around town are encouraged to enjoy the show from the safety of their own homes.  If families travel closer to town they are strongly encouraged to remain in their cars in order to practice the social distancing needed to minimize the potential spread of the coronavirus.
